Successful Wilderness First 
Aid Class 
 
A group of us spent Saturday April 
3 at an all-day wilderness first aid 
class, given by Steve Donelan of 
the American Safety &  Health In-
stitute.  Here are some comments 
from several participants.  Steve 
Donelan has indicated that he is 
willing to tailor the course for para-
gliding so, with this feedback, the 
next class (toward the end of the 
year) should be even better. 
 
“This was my first first-aid course, 
but I can©t imagine that it could get 
any better.  I thought the class was 
fantastic and our instructor was ob-
viously first-rate.  Yesterday I told 
a hang-glider pilot about what we 
learned in class and he said that it 
was the most useful content he has 
ever heard coming from a first-aid 
class.  He wished that WOR would 
sponsor this class as well.”  
 
“Having recently completed the 
American Red Cross First Aid/CPR 
class, I can tell you that this class 
was by far and away better at 
teaching a more practical approach 
to first aid given an emergency in a 
flying situation.  I always thought 
the idea of first aid was the imme-
diate aid given to an injury victim 
until professional/permanent care-
givers arrive.  This class did that.  
Obviously, there were slides that 
weren©t as relevant, such as a frost-
bite victim six weeks later, but it©s 
good to have the background infor-
mation.  I thought the role playing 
sessions on applying dressing and 
bandages was really useful, having 
worked on construction sites and 
been directly involved in serious 
accidents where profuse bleeding 
was involved.  People can bleed to 

death very fast and you have to be 
prepared to act quickly and deci-
sively.  Sometimes you just don©t 
have time to wait for an ambulance.  
I thought Steve Donelan was very 
knowledgeable and presented the 
material in a logical and straight-
forward manner.  He always had 
good, solid answers to the questions 
and the answers seemed well-
founded in science.  I definitely 
feel more confident about applying 
first aid and the decisions I will 
need to make if I©m ever in that 
situation.”  
 
“This probably isn©t fair, but I might 
judge the content by how relevant 
it is to paragliding.  The trauma 
was relevant, but the heat-related 
and cold-related things were less 
so.  Splinting and bandaging were 
good and relevant.  Steps for ob-
serving the patient were good and 
relevant.  Asthma, high blood pres-
sure, and other chronic issues were 
not as relevant.  Ditto Snake and 
spider bites.  The last first aid class 
I had included CPR, I need to get 
that again.  Otherwise this course 
was more interesting than the first.  
Course was simple and easy to un-
derstand.  Instructor:  very good, 
quite knowledgeable, and easy to 
understand.”  
 
“ I thought it was very good, and I 
liked the instructor. He was in-
credibly knowledgeable, and the 
course was very comprehensive, 
which I liked for my own personal 
info. But it might have been better 
if he could have tailored it a bit 
more to the types of thing we are 
likely to encounter in paragliding 
(more neck/back injuries, less burns 
and snakes).  I would especially 
have liked more detailed coverage 
of handling back and neck injuries; 

and frankly, his book fell a little 
short in that area too (focusing pri-
marily on "clearing the spine"--in 
other words, ruling out spinal in-
jury)--in a paragliding accident that 
will often be impossible, so we 
need to know how specifically to 
do things like safely remove a hel-
met (if you need to clear the air-
way, for example); when/if/how 
much it is okay to move someone 
with a possible spinal injury (for 
example to straighten limbs for 
comfort or roll them onto their side 
to avoid vomiting danger, etc., 
etc.). 
Overall, I think it was very good, 
and quite comprehensive--and I 
think worth doing again with this 
same instructor even if it©s not tai-
lored.”  
 
2nd Annual Jody Lucas Fly-in and 
Picnic April 10: 
Although the flying conditions did-
n’ t cooperate, those who attended 
this event had an opportunity to en-
joy great food, to socialize while 
parawaiting, and to have a good 
shot at one of the 26 door prizes 
that Ann collected from a variety of 
sources!  Thanks so much to local 
instructors and others who donated 
prizes, to Ann for organizing food 
and prizes, and to everyone who 
brought drinks and other goodies.

Officers Reports 
 
Vice President – Rolf Bienert re-
ported that he is working on writing 
the procedures for visiting pilots, 
particularly those from abroad, to 
fly at the three BAPA sites.  Rolf 
will have these procedures in place 
soon – they will be listed on the 
www.sfbapa.org website so that vis-
iting pilots and BAPA members all 
have easy access to them. 
 
Site Director – Tom Moock re-
ported some progress on the open-
ing of Dunlap.  Russ Locke has a 
permit and insurance for the launch 
area.  The LZ is now owned by a 
hangglider pilot who at this time is 
only allowing his friends to land 
there.  Russ is investigating alter-
nate LZs.  The Tollhouse LZ re-
mains closed.  There are no alter-
nate LZs in the Tollhouse valley. 
 
Activities Director – Chip Shep-
pard ran through the upcoming 
events which appear on the BAPA 
calendar.  In addition, Chip re-
viewed the Wilderness First Aid 
class held on April 3. The class was 
very successful and the feedback 
that Chip received from partici-
pants was positive.  There will 
probably be another class held by 
the same instructor in late 2004 or 
spring 2005. 
 
President – Ann Sasaki talked 
briefly about a recent accident at 
the Dump.  Apparently, the pilot 
was flying alone and had an acci-
dent.  Luckily he had a cell phone 
with him so was able to call for 

help.  He was taken to the hospital 
and has a broken ankle due to be-
ing dragged and getting his foot 
caught in a ditch.  Ann observed 
that it’s a good idea to fly with oth-
ers but if for some reason you are 
flying alone, it is a good idea to 
have a cell phone. 
 
Ann also talked about the cere-
mony at the North Fork camp-
ground at Potato Hill.  The Grind-
stone Ranger district received a 
grant from Humvee for money to 
restore the campground.  There 
were several paragliders, hangglid-
ers, dirt bikers, and other groups 
attending the ceremony.  We also 
participated in planting some trees. 
 
The Mori Point meeting with the 
GGNRA went well in late March.  
The GGNRA wil l  determine 
whether they will allow a survey 
group to fly the site in the spring.  
Dave Sondergeld will continue to 
head up the effort to get a permit 
from the GGNRA for paragliding at 
Mori Point.  (Mori Point is the land 
mass that sticks out from the coast 
just south of the Pacifica Pier.  The 
launch faces north.) 
 
Ann also mentioned the completion 
of the online accident reporting 
which is linked to USHGA.  Pilots 
are encouraged to fill out the form 
on the www.sfbapa.org website un-
der Accident Report.  The report 
form will be electronically trans-
mitted to the BAPA Safety Direc-
tor and to USHGA.  The form is 
exactly the same as the USHGA 
online form.  It is not necessary for 
a pilot to go to the USHGA website 
to fill out the form. 
 
We now have a Paragl iding 
Schools and Tandems calendar 

where paragliding businesses can 
list their events, trips, classes, etc. 
 
Finally, Julie is working on a more 
readable online version of the 
Ridge Dancer where each article 
appears as a link and you can read 
the articles in their entirety.  There 
will be no more .pdf files to open.  
Creating the monthly newsletter 
will also be easier for the editor 
than the current software that is 
used. 
 
Ann also mentioned that we had 
allocated $575 for the Jody Lucas 
fly-in and picnic.  We will actually 
spend about $455 for food, prizes 
and rental of the gazebo.  Thank 
you to Wally, Tim and Jeff, and 
Juan for donating some of the door 
prizes.

You do 
not need to fill out a separate USHGA form.  Note that the name of the 
pilot involved is kept confidential.
