
 

…and potentially expensive 
not to.  A letter from the 
FCC to BAPA and other 
hanggliding and paragliding 
clubs states that an individ-
ual operating a ham radio 
without a license can be 
fined up to $10,000!  
 
In an effort to help all pilots 
get licensed, BAPA has lo-
cated an inexpensive, one-
day class that prepares at-
tendees to pass the Ham li-
cense test.  The class is 
called the Ham Cram class 
and it is held periodically in 
the Bay Area.  (So far, there 
have been three classes, one 
in January, one in February 
and one coming up in April.)  
After the study session, ad-
ministrators come in and give 
the Ham test to the class at-
tendees.  If you pass the test, 
you know your call sign be-
fore you go home that day. 
 
At the January class held in 
San Mateo, 100 out of 108 
attendees passed the exam.  
That is a pretty good success 
rate!   A number of those 
who did not pass were 
around 10 years old, which 
shows that Ham radio is not 
just for old guys who have 
big home-built radios in their 
attics and huge antennas 
strapped to their fireplace 
chimneys.  

The next Ham Cram class is 
on Saturday, April 24 from 
8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. at the 
College of San Mateo.  The 
class is offered by the Bay 
Area Educational Amateur 
Radio Society.  The cost is 
$25.  Please register by con-
tacting Ross Peterson at 
wb6zbu@arrl.net or (650) 
349-5349. 
 
We use our handheld radios 
for so many purposes.  When 
there is an accident, it’s criti-
cal to have a radio so you can 
communicate with other pi-
lots to coordinate a rescue.  
When pi lots go cross-
country, they can use radios 
to help a chase driver find 
them or to let the rest of the 
group know where they are 
and what their plans are.  If 
weather conditions are 
changing or there is some 
hazard to look out for, having 
a radio puts you in contact 
with your fellow pilots.  If 
you are in the air, it’ s a lot 
easier to talk on the radio 
than a cell phone.   
 
(Hopefully pilots don’ t talk 
on the cell phone while in 
the air!) If you are camping 
and flying in an area that 
does not have cell phone cov-
erage, the 2-meter radio can 
often assist.   
 

If you do not yet have 
your Ham license, please 
plan to attend one of the 
Ham Cram classes up-
coming this year.   If you 
prefer to study on your 
own there are both on-
line  resources and 
books to help you study.  
When you are prepared, 
you go to a test location 
to take the test.   Tests 
are periodically adminis-
tered at various loca-
tions.  If you have any 
questions regarding the 
Ham Cram classes or 
other resources, please 
contact the BAPA Ac-
tivities Director, Chip 
Sheppard at:

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It’s Easy to Get a Ham License -  by Ann Sasaki 



Have you ever wondered how you can 
improve your flying, have a great day of 
flying and then listen to over inflated 
stories of epic days of flying?  Well  
read on….. 
 
The NORCAL Social League will kick 
off in March with the first of many 
competitions this season.  If last year 
was anything to go by, everyone (not 
everyone) had really great flights and 
learnt a monster load of flying stuff, 
including how much Rick Conger can 
BS.  The evening stories were always 
fun, the camaraderie terrific, so why not 
do it again? Joerg Ewald did a splendid 
job last year organizing the fly-ins and 
now flies greener sites.  I have taken on 
the job of trying to continue on. 
 
Some people may say they do not want 
to compete because a) it is too scary 
and people throw their reserves and get 
into all sorts of trouble and b) I wont 
win so what’s the point. Since this is 
only a social league and everyone is out 
to have fun and improve their skills, the 

tasks set will be modest so that every-
one has a good chance of completing. 
Retrieve drivers will assist in picking 
up stray pilots who do not make goal, 
provided they bring a radio. There is of 
course only ever one winner (except in 
this league), but you’ ll have great flying 
stories and improved flying skills. 
 
One of the most exciting aspects of last 
year’s competitions was after everyone 
landed. GPS’s were handed in for route 
verification and tracklogs were up-
loaded. It was so much fun to see pilots 
who thought they had completed the 
task find they had missed turnpoints by 
tens of feet and then be relegated to a 
lower position. Sad, very  sad. 
 
Many pilots are not used to flying with 
GPS especially for competitions. There 
will be some instruction to assist pilots 
in learning to use the GPS to help them 
fly more accurately. 
I hope (weather permitting) there will 
be 2 competitions per weekend unless 
the weather looks ghastly.  We will not 

use the cumbersome GAP scoring but a 
very simple system: If there are 15 com-
petitors, first to arrive in goal or fly the 
farthest will be awarded 15 points. The 
next 14 etc. The last person will be 
awarded 1 pt. If there are only 6 com-
petitors, the first person to goal/or who 
flew the furthest will be awarded 6 
points. The last pilot is assured 1 point. 
 
The cumulative score will be based on a 
pilot’s best scores for half of all of the 
tasks flown.  
 
There will be spot prizes each weekend 
and prizes at the end of the season for: 
· Overall winner 
· Winner in a DHV 2 or lower rating  
· 2nd prize for DHV 2 or lower rating  
 
The winners will be awarded trophies to 
keep and donated prizes.  
 
So come along and see what is happen-
ing in the skies near you. For more info 
c o n t ac t  J u g  A g g ar w a l  :

1)    Comps to run from March to October 
2)    2 races to be held each weekend 
3)    Comps held on the second weekend every month 
4)    Should a weekend be cancelled due to weather, it 

will be rescheduled for the week after. If that week-
end is also cancelled, that month’s race  is cancelled. 

5)    A potential of 16 races will be available 
 
Scoring 
6)    Scoring for the comps will be kept as simple as pos-

sible. If there are 15 competitors the first to arrive in 
goal or fly the furthest will be awarded 15 points. 
The next 14 etc. The last person will be awarded 1 
pt. If there are only 6 competitors, the first person to 
goal/or who flew the furthest will be awarded 6 
points. Once again the last pilot gains 1 point. 

7)    Cumulative scoring. To win the whole comp, it is not 
necessary to fly in every event. Pilots accumulate 
points for half of all tasks flown. If a pilot flies more 
than half the tasks, then the best points will be used. 
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Miscellaneous 
 
8)    Location of each heat will be identified 2 days be-

fore the event via email to interested pilots. 
9)    There will be briefing at the start of the each day to 

give an overview of the weather forecast, upload 
waypoint lists and set the task for the day. 

10)  It is intended that there will spot prizes available 
each heat for all pilots and retrieve drivers 

11)   The cost for each race will be $5, to cover expenses 
(i.e., retrieve drivers, any paperwork needed). A 
weekend may therefore cost $10 if 2 tasks are flown. 

12)  All pilots must fly with a 2m band radio and pack a 
serviceable reserve parachute. 

13)  All pilots must fly with a GPS to enable their track-
log to be downloaded for scoring. 

14)  All pilots must sign the waiver.

You will also take home a set of study 
questions to check and review what you 
have learned. 
The topics to be covered include: 
Environmental hazards: heat, cold, alti-
tude, lightning, sunburn 
Wilderness wound & burn care: PRAC-
TICE bandaging 
Biological hazards: water, bugs, snakes, 
bears, & plants 
Bone & joint injuries: PRACTICE as-

sessing bone & joint inju-
ries and splinting 
Assessing & treating other 
problems: PRACTICE pa-
tient assessment 
·   Eye & facial injuries: 

PRACTICE examining 
eyes, checking vision & 
eye movement 

·   Head & spinal injuries: 
PRACTICE checking 
head & spine, brain &  
spinal functions 

·   Chest & abdominal inju-
ries: PRACTICE check-
ing chest & abdomen for 
injuries, functions 

·   Medical problems in the 
wilderness: PRACTICE getting medi-
cal history
